1.   Log-in to eProEx at http://eproex.nhoodle.com 
2. Please read the instruction listed under “PLEASE READ FIRST”
3. Create an account per instructions given. (If you do not receive a confirmation email within a reasonable amount of time – check you SPAM folder).
4. Choose appropriate level protocol examination (per instructions).
5. Take Exam

6. Click “Submit All and Finish”

7. Once completed, follow instructions under the “Feedback” Column.

8. Once successfully passed, review the certification, save the document.

9. Print the certificate and mail it with your EMS Provider License application.

Please Note:  The Protocol exam submitted for licensure must be for the most current NH Patient Care Protocols. Exams covering past versions of the protocols will not be accepted for NH Provider licensure. You will be required to re-take the exam if this occurs.  This is due to the fact that the protocols may be updated in the time prior to your application submission.
