CMTC 2015 ~ Teacher Showcase
These are the general guidelines for the Teacher Showcase (formerly the Share-A-Thon).  Please be reminded that CMTC is at the Radisson and Expo Center in Manchester this year.  Once again the Share-A-Thon presenters will  be located in the space vacated by the 2-day Exhibitors in the Expo Center.  We will be providing security for your technology resources prior to the Teacher Showcase. 
Your Teacher Showcase coordinators are Joe Gruce and Sandy Murray.
To locate us, look for the antlers
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The Teacher Showcase runs from 10:00 AM to 12:00 PM on the Thursday of the conference. You can start setting up at 8:00 AM in the Exhibitors area, see the map I sent you.
PLEASE be sure to notify us A.S.A.P. (Before the Share-A-Thon if you are going to have a co-presenter).
Teacher Showcase presenters and one (1) co-presenter are given a free conference registration for the Thursday of the conference that includes:
Keynote Session
Access to exhibitors
One-Hour Concurrent sessions
Lunch (box or sit down) is served from 11:00 AM to 1:30 PM, there is time to enjoy a sit down meal after the Teacher Showcase
Other presenters are welcomed, but they must register for that day individually.

You can access the Teacher Showcase area on Thursday starting at 8:00 AM. At this time you can locate your table and start setting up.
It is recommended that you park on Level 2 B of the garage to give you the easiest access to the Teacher Showcase area.
PLEASE NOTE: We do not provide any hardware. You are to provide your own equipment, such as:
computers, laptops, projectors, cables, cords, power strips, projection screen, board or “sheet”, etc.
If you'd like to negotiate with some vendors to “borrow” a piece of equipment, you may do so on your own. There is a list of vendors on the CMTC 2015 website – www.nhcmtc.org.

We have six (10) Styrofoam/foam-core boards for display. Please let me know ASAP if you would like one.
Each Teacher Showcase area will have the following:
·  10' x 8' space with a 6' table
· Curtain backdrop, and surrounding the table
· 2 -3 feet between the table and the curtain
· Full sized banquet table
· Electrical outlets
· Wireless internet connection. 
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Items you should bring;
__ You own projector, laptop / iPad / device and ALL cables to connect to the projector and power
__ At least 100 copies of a handout describing your project for the attendees to take with them.
Make sure that your contact information is on this handout so attendees can contact you for more information.
__ Each presenter should bring the following items to help them set up;
__ Markers
__ tape (several kinds, scotch, packing, masking, duct, etc.)
__ Pins (safety or straight)
__ Shower curtain hooks  or the like (for hanging sheets, etc.)
__ Posters describing your “presentation”
__ Power strip
__Extension cords
__ Extra blank poster board
__ Something to prop up projectors on (remember you will be very close to your screen)
__ Sign up sheet if you want to provide extra information to interested attendees
__ Cart to haul all of this into the Teacher Showcase

Using the above information, I recommend that you set up a trial exhibit to make sure that your hardware will work as you planned. As well you should be sure that you have enough room to set up all of your stuff.
At the end of the Teacher Showcase, 11:30 AM, you are requested to pack up your materials and remove them from the Share-A-Thon area.
It is your responsibility to monitor the safety of your equipment during and after the Teacher Showcase time. The CMTC Teacher Showcase planning committee will only provide “security” for your personal items before the Teacher Showcase begins.
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
