School Emergency Response Plans
All public and nonpublic schools in New Hampshire are required to have a site specific Emergency Response Plan that is based on and conforms to the Incident Command System and the National Incident Management System by July 1, 2009.
Many schools have asked, “How do we conform to this law?” The following is a brief overview of some of the initial steps.
· Contact NH Homeland Security and Emergency Management for Comprehensive Emergency Management Planning for Schools (CEMPS) training and planning assistance. There is no charge for these services. 

· Contact your local police, fire and emergency management personnel. They should be able to;
· Inform you of the primary hazards in your community
· Support your plan development efforts
· Inform you of what to expect when they respond to your facility
· Inform you of may be expected from schools during a community wide emergency or disaster
· Aid you in conducting Drills and Exercises
· Conduct trainings

· Other assistance as needed

· Mandatory that all superintendents, administrators and staff with leadership roles complete FEMA online courses at www.training.fema.gov 

· IS100.SCa, Introduction to Incident Command System for Schools
· IS 200.a, ICS for Single Resources and Initial Action Incidents

· IS700, Introduction to the National Incident Management System
NOTE: It is recommended that all staff take IS-100.SCa. Some school administrators give 2.5 hours Staff Development Time for completion. This will aid all staff in understanding the management system the school is utilizing and their roles during an emergency.
