Application Process:

Applications are due by June 25th for the Manchester camp and July 9th for the Nashua camp.  Send your application to:  Tracie Holmes, Southern NH AHEC, 128 State Route 27, Raymond, NH  03077.  Space is limited so apply early.
Selection will occur and we will notify you by phone and email of your acceptance by June 30th for the Manchester camp and by July 16th for the Nashua camp. 
Cost:  
The cost of the Nursing Summer Camp is $100 per week.  This includes the cost of food, scrubs, stethoscope, and educational materials.  No camper should be denied participation for financial reasons.  Full and partial scholarships are available.  Email Tholmes@snhahec.org or call Tracie at 603-895-1514 x 4 to request a scholarship.
Transportation:

Parents or Guardians are expected to transport their child to the camp.  Children will be transported from the camp to either downtown Nashua or Manchester for field trips via bus.  Buses will bring children back to camp in time for pickup.   
Parent Orientation:

A one-hour orientation will be held on July 15th from 6:00-7:00 pm for Manchester campers at Manchester Community College.  This orientation will describe the nursing camp and allow parents to complete required consent form and health forms.  You will also tour the facilities.  Due to scheduling, we are unable to hold an orientation for the Nashua camp.  Forms will be sent to parents prior to the camp.  Parents can have a tour and meet staff the first day of camp.
Directions to Manchester Community College:

The campus is located at 1066 Front Street, Rt 3A, which is 200 yards from Exit 7, Interstate 293 North (Route 3). Or take Exit 10 from Interstate 93 North or South. At the end of the exit ramp, take a left at the STOP sign and continue for approximately 2 miles. The college driveway is on the right. Be prepared to take a sharp right turn.
Directions to Nashua Community College
The campus is located at 505 Amherst Street.  Take Everett Turnpike/Rt. 3 to exit 8 (Milford), at “T” intersection (approx 1.5 miles) make a right onto Amherst St/Rt. 101A.  Go to 3rd traffic light (approx .8mile) and make a right onto Thornton Rd.  College is on left..
