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About the Keynote…

Kristina Korobov, JD is a Senior Attorney and Acting Director for the National Center for the Prosecution of Violence Against Women (NCPVAW), a division of the National District Attorney’s Association (NDAA) in Alexandria, VA.  As Acting Director, Attorney Korobov trains multi-disciplinary audiences at the international, national, regional, state, and local levels.  Attorney Korobov has trained internationally and has presented training on tribal lands.  She has been prosecuting cases involving domestic and sexual violence and child abuse cases since 1997.  She began her career in prosecution at the Marion County (Indianapolis, IN) Prosecutor’s Office, where she worked from 1996 until 2005, serving as Chief of the Sex Crimes and Child Abuse Unit, Chief of the Domestic Violence Unit and as a Major Felony Prosecutor.  Among other cases during her tenure, she prosecuted Scott Cooper, a police officer who was manufacturing child pornography; serial rapist Charles Hill; and Samuel Shrum, Marion County’s first Repeat Sex Offender.  Attorney Korobov continued her prosecution career as an Assistant Commonwealth’s Attorney in Leesburg, Virginia, where she handled all domestic violence and some physical child abuse cases, was responsible for Law Enforcement Training, and was a member of the Loudoun Domestic Abuse Response Team (DART) from 2006 to 2009.  Attorney Korobov also served as the Coordinator of the Indianapolis Violence Reduction Partnership, an initiative funded by the United States Department of Justice and as Chief Counsel for Strand Analytical Laboratories, a private DNA Laboratory.  In 2002, Attorney Korobov was named Prosecutor of the Year by the Indiana Coalition Against Sexual Assault and received an Outstanding Lecturer Award from Communities Against Rape / Center of Hope for Youth.  Defense attorneys refer to her as the “queen of pain” and the “princess of darkness.” Defendant nicknames are available upon request.

Thomas Andrew, MD is the Chief Medical Examiner for the State of New Hampshire and is a member of the New Hampshire Child, Domestic Violence, and the newly created Incapacitated Adult Fatality Review Committees and the Attorney General’s Task Force on Child Abuse and Neglect.  Before becoming a forensic pathologist, Dr. Andrew practiced pediatric medicine. 

Tammy Baiocchetti started her law enforcement career in 1985 having served with the Meredith and Belmont Police Departments.  During that time she was a full time dispatcher and part time police officer.  In 1992 she was hired by New Hampshire State Police Criminal Records as a Counter Clerk II processing criminal records checks and entering court dispositions onto criminal history. She worked her way up to Fingerprint Technician/AFIS Operator, processing electronic Livescan cases from throughout the State.  She is currently the Team Leader for the Identification Unit, overseeing 12 employees.  She is also a Livescan Instructor responsible for training Law Enforcement agencies on the proper use of their Livescan machine and fingerprint techniques. From 2002-2007 she was a Case Manager for the Restorative Justice Program in Belknap County overseeing juveniles referred to the program in lieu of court.

Kathy Beebe has been advocating and working on behalf of sexual violence survivors for the past 22 years. She began working at Sexual Assault Support Services (SASS) in 1989 where she coordinated the 24-hour client services program before leaving in 1997 to become the Training and Standards Coordinator for the New Hampshire Coalition Against Domestic and Sexual Violence.  In both of these roles, Ms. Beebe actively participated on numerous statewide committees to develop protocols and improve services for victims and has provided training to an array of victim service workers, including medical, law enforcement, and legal personnel.  In 2002, she returned to SASS as the Executive Director.  Ms. Beebe is a member of the Governor’s Commission on Domestic and Sexual Violence, a graduate of the National Victim Assistance Academy and is a member of the New Hampshire Judicial Selection Commission.  In 2007, she received the New Hampshire award for Outstanding Advocacy and Community Work in Ending Sexual Violence presented by the National Sexual Violence Resource Center.

Detective Timothy Craig holds a Bachelor and Associates Degree in Criminal Justice from Hesser College, along with an Associates Degree in Mechanical and Electrical Technology from the Air University - Community College of the Air Force (CCAF).  He has been in New Hampshire law enforcement full time for over 16 years, holding the position of Detective with the Manchester Police Department for over 9 years.  Detective Craig is an investigator with the New Hampshire Internet Crimes Against Children (ICAC) Task Force, where his responsibility is a Digital Forensic Examiner with extensive skill set in Cell Phone Analysis for the Task Force.  He is also a member of the New England Electronic Crimes Task Force (US Secret Service) where his skill set is in Network Intrusion Investigations. 
Linda Douglas MSEd, LADC has worked in the area of substance abuse and domestic violence since the mid-1990s when she coordinated the implementation of the Women in Recovery program for the YWCA of South Hampton Roads.  This program was one of the first domestic violence programs in the country that provided services to battered women who self medicated with alcohol and other drugs.  The program worked in collaboration with the Norfolk Community Services Board to provide treatment and housing for women and their children.  Ms. Douglas also provided training and consultation regarding the connection between substance abuse and domestic violence to other domestic violence programs in Virginia before moving to New Hampshire in 2005. Up until the spring of 2009, Ms. Douglas was providing substance abuse counseling to persons diagnosed with a severe and persistent mental illness at Monadnock Family Services in Keene.  She also served as a co-facilitator for a Dialectical Behavioral Therapy group.  Ms. Douglas is a licensed New Hampshire alcohol and drug counselor, and most recently, she was hired as a Trauma Specialist with the New Hampshire Coalition Against Domestic and Sexual Violence (NHCADSV) to enhance the capacity of member programs of the coalition, and local communities, to address the affects of trauma.

Susan Hall Dreher is the Executive Director of Sexual Assault Support Services of Midcoast Maine.  In her capacity as ED, she provides training and technical expertise to organizations regarding the issue and impact of all forms of sexual violence.  Since Ms. Hall Dreher joined SASSMM in 1995, programming has included risk reduction and prevention programs along with support groups and individual services for survivors with disabilities, their families and professionals who work with individuals with disabilities.  In 1997 she became a faculty member with Maine’s SAFE/SANE (sexual assault forensic examiner) training program and is the presenter of the ‘Special Considerations’ curriculum which includes people with disabilities and elder abuse.   In 1999 she created a law enforcement professional training entitled: “Providing Effective Sexual Assault Response to People with Disabilities” with a training goal to strengthen the law enforcement response to sexual assault involving women with disabilities.  In 2007 she was certified   through the Office on Violence Against Women (OVW) as an Instructor for the Training Grants to Stop Abuse and Sexual Assault Against Older Individuals or Individuals with Disabilities Program.  In 2010, she was certified as a trainer for “A Collaborative Victim-Centered Response to Abuse in Later Life: Cross-training for Victim Service Providers,” through the OVW. Ms. Hall Dreher has her BS in Community Health Education and her Masters in Human Services. 
Elizabeth (Betty) Dunn, JD is one of New Hampshire’s Crime Victims’ Compensation Commissioners, serving on the board since 2002. She retired as a New Hampshire Assistant Attorney General, prosecuting public integrity crimes, financial crimes (including crimes by attorneys), and homicides.   A graduate of Franklin Pierce Law Center in 1997, Attorney Dunn was also a felony prosecutor in the Rockingham County Attorney’s Office and practiced municipal law in Londonderry. She has also been active in municipal affairs for many years in the town of Windham and enjoys singing with the Manchester Choral Society.  

Christopher Emerson is the Center Manager for Merrimack County ServiceLink and serves as the local facilitator for the Merrimack County Coordinated Community Response Team.  A native of Rockport, Massachusetts, he is a 1970 graduate of Williams College and a member of the Leadership New Hampshire Class of 1999.  He also is an adjunct instructor in philosophy and ethics at Southern New Hampshire University. 

Rosemary Faretra is currently serving as the Director of Administration for the New Hampshire Department of Justice and has over 40 years of service in New Hampshire’s state government, 26 of those years was in the Department of Health and Human Services, serving in various high level administrative positions; and 14 years with the Department of Administrative Services, part of which served in the capacity as the Assistant Commissioner of the Department.  Ms. Faretra has a Bachelor of Science in Business Administration/Accounting.  

Heather Farr-Gunnell MA is the Program Director for the Sexual Assault Nurse Examiner (SANE) program for the State of New Hampshire.  In this role, Ms. Farr-Gunnell is responsible for the promotion and coordination of the SANE Program in order to provide the best standard of care to sexual assault patients. At her prior position at the Verde Valley Sanctuary in Arizona, a domestic violence advocacy center, she served as the Legal Advocacy/Outreach Services Director.  There she worked to improve systems, increased collaboration among service providers and provided training and outreach to the community.  Prior to her Director position at Verde Valley Sanctuary, Ms. Farr-Gunnell provided direct services to victims as the center’s Outreach Case Manager.  
Sergeant (Ret.) Mark Folke is a former officer with the Manchester Police Deapartment.  While at the Department he served in many roles including Patrol Sergeant and Supervisor of the department’s Canine Unit.  In 2003 he was transferred to the position of Community Information Officer, a part of the Department's administrative division.   He is a specialty instructor at the New Hampshire Fire Academy training those in emergency management who may be called upon to provide public information to their communities, through the news media, especially during times of crisis or emergency. 

Tiffany Foss-Cronin is the New Hampshire State Police Permits and Licensing Unit Supervisor.  She started with the New Hampshire State Police Criminal Records Unit in 1999 and her responsibilities included performing Criminal Record Checks, entering Superior Court Dockets and converting old records over to the Criminal History Database, as well as finger print individuals for application and/or employment purposes. In her current position she conducts background checks on residents of New Hampshire who wish to purchase a handgun in the state of New Hampshire as well as issuing licenses for Private Investigators, Security Guards, Bail Bondsmen Non-Resident Pistol Permits, and Explosives and Fireworks. 

Detective Bob Frechette is with the Rochester, New Hampshire Police Department and specializes in crimes of domestic violence. He has worked in law enforcement for 10 years, specializing in domestic violence investigations since 2005.  He is also a nationally registered paramedic working part time for Frisbie Memorial Hospital and has worked in emergency medicine for 22 years.  Detective Frechette is a member of the Strafford County Family Justice Center planning team and the Strafford County Domestic Violence Project advisory board. He has worked closely with the New Hampshire Coalition Against Domestic and Sexual Violence in writing and the passage of HB 1634 making non-fatal strangulation a felony in New Hampshire.  He speaks regularly to a variety of audiences on the topics of domestic violence and strangulation.
Amanda Grady is the Director of Public Policy for the New Hampshire Coalition Against Domestic and Sexual Violence. Ms. Grady has worked with the New Hampshire Legislature since 2001 to strengthen New Hampshire's domestic violence statute, to extend the civil statute of limitations in childhood sexual assault cases, and to criminalize human trafficking in the state. During the 2009 Legislative Session she worked alongside advocates and law enforcement to put New Hampshire into compliance with the Federal Adam Walsh Child Protection and Safety Act and to re-write New Hampshire's sexual assault and sex offender registry laws, and in 2010 she worked to pass legislation that designates the act of strangulation as a felony level offense and to mandate that all convicted felons contribute their DNA to the national CODIS database. Ms. Grady was honored with the Union Leader's "40 Under Forty" award and the New Hampshire Governor's Commission on Domestic and Sexual Violence's "Honorable William B. Paine II Award” for her work in the field of victim's rights. Ms. Grady is an active volunteer for various charitable organizations and serves as a City Councilor in Concord, New Hampshire.

Anne Grossi, MEd, LICSW is a licensed clinical social worker. She has worked as a clinician since 1987 in a community mental health agency setting and in private practice settings. She was the director of child and adolescent services in a community health agency. As a clinician, Ms. Grossi specialized in working with children, adolescents, and adults who suffered childhood sexual abuse. She performed forensic interviewing and evaluations for the police, the courts, and the Division of Children, Youth, and Families. She is qualified as an expert witness in the New Hampshire courts. Ms. Grossi served on the Attorney General’s Task Force for Child Abuse and Neglect for 20 years. She has also served on the New Hampshire Task Force on Juvenile Justice, the advisory board for the New Hampshire Foster and Adopted Parents Association, and the Mental Health Juvenile Justice Strategic Planning Committee. Ms. Grossi is also a trainer for the New Hampshire Division of Children, Youth, and Families. For the past eight years, Ms. Grossi has worked in health insurance as a clinical director and a specialist in quality and compliance. In addition, Ms. Grossi serves as a Commissioner on the New Hampshire Victims’ Assistance Commission and is currently in her second term in this position.  

Scott Hampton, PsyD has been working with batterers, sex offenders, victims, and child witnesses for over 20 years.  Currently, he is the Director of Ending The Violence, a Dover, New Hampshire - based organization that provides educational classes to perpetrators of domestic and sexual violence.  He is also the founder of The Consexuality Project, a sexual violence prevention initiative. Dr. Hampton writes and speaks frequently on issues related to interpersonal violence.   He is a past President of the National Supervised Visitation Network, Chair of Strafford County’s Family Violence Council, Coordinator of the New Hampshire Network of Batterers Intervention Providers, and serves on the Governor’s Commission on Domestic and Sexual Violence.  In 1994 and 1995, he chaired the Human Service Subcommittee that was responsible for drafting domestic violence protocols in New Hampshire for Mental Health, Child Protective Services, Victim Advocates, EAP/Human Resources, Clergy, and Supervised Visitation Centers.  He chairs the committee that published standards of practice for batterer’s intervention programs in New Hampshire. He spends much of his time consulting with other professionals on the handling of domestic and sexual violence cases, conducting workshops, and testifying in court as an expert witness in interpersonal violence-related cases.
(Ret.) Detective Sergeant Kathy Kimball retired after serving 23 years with the New Hampshire State Police.  (Ret.) Sergeant Kimball worked primarily in rural patrols then served as a Detective at Troop B in Milford for a year before being assigned to the Major Crime Unit. She returned to Troop B and was promoted to troop Detective Sergeant.  In addition to her State Police responsibilities, she was a member of the Attorney General's Task Force on Child Abuse and Neglect and assisted with writing the 2008 Attorney General’s Child Abuse Protocol.  (Ret.) Sergeant Kimball also assisted in updating the Law Enforcement: A Model Protocol for Police Response to Domestic Violence and the development of the Stalking: A Model for Law Enforcement Protocol.  In addition, she served on the New Hampshire Child and Domestic Violence Fatality Reviews Committees.  She continues her involvement with these issues and is a member of the NHCADSV Board of Directors.  She has also been an instructor at the New Hampshire Police Academy for the past eleven years teaching courses on both adult and child sexual assault investigations to recruits, part-time officers and full-time certified law enforcement officers.  She is currently the Coordinator of the New Hampshire Sexual Assault Resource Team (SART) Project out of the Attorney General’s Office.  
Christopher Mallios, JD is an Attorney Advisor for AEquitas: The Prosecutors' Resource on Violence Against Women. As an Attorney Advisor he presents at the local, state, and national level.  He conducts research; develops training materials, resources, and publications; and provides case consultation and technical assistance for prosecutors and allied professionals.  For more than 10 years, Attorney Mallios worked as a trial attorney and supervisor specializing primarily in the prosecution of crimes involving violence against women. As the Chief of the Philadelphia District Attorney’s Office Family Violence and Sexual Assault Unit, he prosecuted and supervised the prosecution of thousands of cases involving domestic violence, sexual assault, and child physical and sexual abuse.  He also served as an advisor for the Philadelphia Police Department’s Special Victims Unit and Internal Affairs Division. The District Attorney selected Attorney Mallios to serve as her liaison to the lesbian, gay, bisexual and transgender community in Philadelphia, and as Hate Crimes Coordinator, he was responsible for training prosecutors and victim/witness coordinators and acting as a liaison to law enforcement and other government and private agencies.    During the three years he spent as a prosecutor/lobbyist in the Legislation Unit of the Philadelphia District Attorney’s Office, Attorney Mallios drafted and promoted legislation to benefit prosecutors, police, and crime victims in Pennsylvania’s General Assembly on behalf of the Philadelphia District Attorney’s Office and Pennsylvania District Attorneys Association.  Attorney Mallios served as a co-chair of the Law Enforcement Subcommittee of the Philadelphia Domestic Violence Task Force, and was an active member of Philadelphia’s Sexual Assault Advisory Council, which promoted a coordinated multidisciplinary response for victims of sexual assault.  In that role, he helped bring state-of-the-art rape kits and standardized medical record forms for sexual assault treatment in Philadelphia’s emergency rooms.  He has been a frequent presenter for the Pennsylvania District Attorneys Institute and he teaches trial advocacy as an adjunct professor at the Beasley School of Law at Temple University.  He received his bachelor’s of Science from the Pennsylvania State University and his JD from Temple University School of Law.  He served as a law clerk on the Pennsylvania Supreme Court and the Commonwealth Court of Pennsylvania, and is member of the bars of the Supreme Court of Pennsylvania and the United States District Court for the Eastern District of Pennsylvania.

Maureen McDonald, MA is the Community Relations Director for the New Hampshire Coalition Against Domestic and Sexual Violence. She has been with the Coalition for over four years.  Prior to coming to the Coalition she spent several years working as a television news producer for WMUR TV.   She has a master’s degree in Broadcast Journalism from Boston University and is a member of the Public Education Committee of the Governor’s Commission on Domestic and Sexual Violence and Stalking.

Peter Michaud is the Victim Services Coordinator with New Hampshire Department of Corrections. For 13 years. He has led efforts to inform, involve and promote safety for crime victims and survivors whose offenders are sentenced to prison or probation in New Hampshire. Mr. Michaud graduated from St. Anselm College and Northeastern University and has 30 years experience in New Hampshire's juvenile and criminal justice systems. He is a member of the New Hampshire Domestic Violence Fatality Review Committee. He is a former member of the Board of Directors for the New Hampshire Coalition Against Domestic and Sexual Violence, the state's Batterers Intervention Standards Subcommittee, and the Belknap County Citizens Council on Children and Families. He spent 8 years as a domestic/sexual violence crisis line volunteer, and many other years in various volunteer community activities. Mr. Michaud has trained nationally as a consultant with the US Department of Justice, Office for Victims of Crime and the National Institute of Corrections.

Darren Mitchell, JD is Co-Executive Director of the Legal Resource Center on Violence Against Women (LRC) and a consultant on domestic violence issues.  The LRC is a national nonprofit that provides training and technical assistance to attorneys and others who assist survivors of domestic violence in complex interstate custody cases.  From 2001 to 2004, Attorney Mitchell managed the National Center on Full Faith and Credit (NCFFC), a Washington, DC- based national training and technical assistance project of the Pennsylvania Coalition Against Domestic Violence.  Prior to that, he was a staff attorney with the NCFFC, a consumer advocate, a litigator in private practice, and a clerk to a federal district court judge.  Attorney Mitchell’s areas of expertise include protection order issuance and enforcement, full faith and credit, firearms and domestic violence, and interstate custody.
Sergeant Cheryl Nadeau has been with New Hampshire State Police since 1991.   She worked in uniform capacity assigned to Troop D until 1997, and then was assigned as a Detective to the Narcotics Investigation Unit, where she worked undercover until 2008.   Sergeant Nadeau was promoted to Sergeant in the Narcotics Investigation Unit in 2003 and was then assigned to the Sex Offender Registry in October 2008.   She obtained her BA in Criminal Justice from Saint Anselm College.   

Ken Norton, LICSW is employed by NAMI NH, the National Alliance on Mental Illness where he developed and serves as the Director of the Connect Suicide Prevention Project, which is designated as a National Best Practice program in suicide prevention, intervention and postvention.  Mr. Norton participated in the development of New Hampshire’s state Suicide Prevention Plan and was instrumental in passage of legislation that established a state Suicide Prevention Council.  Mr. Norton also serves on the Steering Committee of the National Suicide Prevention Lifeline.  He was a member of the planning committee for the National Action Alliance for Suicide Prevention and serves on a national committee revising media recommendations for reporting on suicide.  He is very involved in addressing suicide prevention issues for Service Members and Veterans and has provided training and served on workgroups for the Department of Defense on responding to suicide death.  Mr. Norton is an active volunteer in his community and was one of the founding mothers of the domestic violence/sexual assault program in his county, has served as a licensed foster parent and worked extensively on conservation and environmental issues including development of a local rail trail.  A Licensed Independent Clinical Social Worker with over 30 years of experience, the New Hampshire Chapter of the National Association of Social Workers named Mr. Norton their “Social Worker of the Year” for 2009.  
Betsy Paine, JD is the Domestic Violence Specialist with the New Hampshire District and Family Courts.  She has been involved with the New Hampshire Court system’s Violence Against Women Act (VAWA) subgrant since 1996 and serves as the Point of Contact for the Court system.  Since August 2010, Attorney Paine has been serving as a member of the J-ONE Protective Order Workgroup. She has participated in the development and revision of New Hampshire’s Domestic Violence Protocols as well as the implementation of Project Passport in New Hampshire. She serves on the Governor’s Commission on Domestic and Sexual Violence and is the current chair of the Domestic Violence Fatality Review Committee. Attorney Paine is currently vice-chair of the Inter-Agency Coordinating Council on Women Offenders.

Denise Perry is Supervisor of the New Hampshire State Police Sex Offender Registry.  She has been with the New Hampshire State Police Special Investigations Unit since 1999 and was assigned to the Sex Offender Registry in 2001, which she is responsible for maintaining to include Megan’s Law (public list) for the State of New Hampshire.  

Jessie Rankin-Carll, RN is a registered nurse and has worked with an inner city Emergency Department (ED) as a bedside nurse since 1973. In 2004, Ms. Rankin-Carll became the Nurse Care Manager for the ED, Physicians Practices and the Women and Children’s Unit at Frisbie Memorial Hospital and also as a nursing supervisor per diem at Frisbie, as well as Holy Family Hospital in Methuen, MA and Merrimack Valley Hospital in Haverhill, MA. In addition, Ms. Rankin-Carll is also a per diem sexual assault nurse examiner (SANE) at Frisbie Memorial Hospital.  Ms. Rankin-Carll is currently completing a BS in Nursing and has been actively working with policy committees and makers since 1973 regarding the care and treatment of abused children and domestic violence victims. She serves as a Commissioner on the New Hampshire Victims’ Assistance Commission and is currently in her first term in this position. 

Ann Rice, JD is an Associate Attorney General at the Attorney General’s Office.  She has been with the Office for over 20 years, serving at various times as a homicide prosecutor, Chief of the Criminal Appellate Unit and administrator for the Criminal Justice Bureau.   In her current position as Director of the Division of Public Protection, she oversees the Criminal Justice, Consumer Protection, and Environmental Protection Bureaus of the office.  She regularly testifies before the legislature on bills relating to criminal justice.  She serves as the contact person for the Office on issues concerning domestic violence and served six years as a Commissioner for the New Hampshire Victims’ Assistance Commission.

Bette Jane Riordan, JD is the Coordinator for the New Hampshire Victims’ Assistance Commission and the Victims’ Compensation Unit at the Department of Justice. Ms. Riordan has served in this position since 2004, and has been with the Department of Justice since 1997, previously working as a paralegal and volunteer coordinator in the Consumer Protection Bureau, assisting victims of consumer fraud and providing public education outreach for the bureau. For eleven years, Ms. Riordan worked in the juvenile justice field both as Juvenile Probation and Parole Officer and as Juvenile Justice Program Specialist with the Department of Health and Human Services, serving troubled youth and their families and worked closely with the courts, law enforcement and service providers.  Ms. Riordan earned her Bachelor of Arts degree in Political Science from Regis College in Weston, Massachusetts and obtained her Juris Doctorate from Suffolk University Law School in Boston, Massachusetts. 

Sergeant Jill Rockey has been with the New Hampshire State Police for 16 years.  She is a Sergeant with the Major Crimes Unit, and is in charge of the Family Services and Missing Person Units.  Sergeant Rockey has extensive experience in the investigation of domestic and sexual assault cases, child abuse and neglect and homicide.  She is on the Sexual Assault Nurse Examiner (SANE) Board, the Research Committee of the Governor’s Commission on Domestic and Sexual Violence and the Domestic Violence Fatality Review Committee.

(Ret.) Chief Timothy Russell served as a law enforcement officer for 37 years.  He was the Chief of Police in Henniker from 1989 to 2009.  Prior to that, he spent 17 years with the Newmarket Police Department. (Ret.) Chief Russell currently serves as an instructor at the New Hampshire Police Academy on domestic violence law and investigations.  He is contracted with the Attorney General’s Office to conduct law enforcement trainings on Domestic Violence Lethality Assessment, Domestic Violence Law and Investigations, particularly on the issue of predominant aggressor and training on the Attorney Generals Stalking Protocol.  He is the Coordinator of the New Hampshire Domestic Violence Lethality Assessment Program and also serves as an Instructor for the New Hampshire Bar Association’s Domestic Violence Emergency Project (DOVE).  (Ret.) Chief Russell currently serves on the Domestic Violence Fatality Review Committee and is a past-member of the National Law Enforcement Leadership Institute on Violence Against Women for the International Association of Chiefs of Police.  He has also served as President of both the New Hampshire Association of Chiefs of Police and the New England Association of Chiefs of Police.  (Ret.) Chief Russell is the 2003 recipient of The Honorable William D. Paine II Award, as well as a 2005 recipient of the Civil Justice Award presented by the New Hampshire Trial Lawyers Association, which recognizes people who strive to provide access to the justice system.

Lara Saffo, JD, the County Attorney in Grafton County, has specialized in sexual assault and domestic violence cases for 19 years. She graduated from Vanderbilt University School of Law, Nashville, Tennessee and began her career as a prosecutor in 1993, as an Assistant County Attorney and a district court prosecutor.  Attorney Saffo then became an associate, civil attorney at Van Dorn and Curtiss, PLLC in Orford, New Hampshire, where her caseload included representing victims of childhood sexual assaults, civilly, as they pursued claims against their abusers. For the last five years, she has been employed as the Violence Against Women Act (VAWA) prosecutor at the Office of the Grafton County Attorney, where she specializes in sexual assault cases.  Prior to entering law school, Attorney Saffo worked full time as a court advocate for victims of domestic violence in Phoenix, Arizona.  She also was born and raised at a boarding school founded by her family for “youth in need”, many who were abused and neglected and/or ordered to attend the school by the Court. 

David Sakowich is the News Assignment Manager at WMUR-TV in Manchester, New Hampshire. Mr. Sakowich is responsible for coordinating the day-to-day news coverage for the ABC affiliate. Prior to joining WMUR-TV in 2004, he worked at WHDH-TV in Boston as a news assignment editor. Mr. Sakowich has also worked as a television news reporter, anchor and producer at a cable television station in Massachusetts.  
Pamela Selvitella is the Deputy Administrator of the New Hampshire State Police - Criminal Records Unit.  She began her career at New Hampshire State Police Criminal Records Unit as an entry-level counter clerk II in 1984.  She has worked her way up from entering district and superior court dockets and processing annulments to later becoming a fingerprint technician and AFIS operator.  Her current duties include supervising 25 employees, Livescan training, daily operation of the records unit and process and balance daily cash reports.  She is currently working on several larger projects that include processing fees in off site locations, J- One project, and upgrading the criminal history system.   

Morgan Smith is the Supervisor of the Electronic Registry at the Administrative Office of the Courts (AOC). She has been with the Judicial Branch for five years and worked in electronic registries for the last three and a half years. The electronic registry at the AOC processes every protective order issued in the state of New Hampshire.  Ms. Smith is in charge of maintaining the registry including any entries, cancellations, or modifications to any protective orders. She is also currently a member of the J-One Protective Orders work group. 

Susan Staples is a program development specialist with a focus on older adult issues.   She is a graduate of the University of New Hampshire and her career combines over thirty years of experience as a community health professional, trainer, and program developer.  As a consultant to a national model of faith-based volunteerism, she helped to develop and produce a training series creating community-based programs that assist elders and their families.  She also worked with the New Hampshire Bureau of Elderly and Adult Services during the implementation of ServiceLink Resource Center network and with Granite State College to develop a statewide institute of lifelong learning for people age 50 and over.

John F. Wilkinson, JD is an Attorney Advisor with AEquitas: The Prosecutors' Resource on Violence Against Women. As an Attorney Advisor, he presents at the local, state, and national level. He conducts research; develops training materials, resources, and publications; and provides case consultation and technical assistance for prosecutors and allied professionals. Prior to working with AEquitas, Attorney Wilkinson was the Program Manager for the Gun Violence Prosecution Program, the Homeland Security Program and the Southwest Border Crime Program of the National District Attorneys Association (NDAA). He trained extensively for NDAA on gun and gang violence and homeland security issues. He also regularly trained with the Bureau of Alcohol, Tobacco, Firearms and Explosives (ATF), the Department of Homeland Security (DHS) and the International Association of Chiefs of Police (IACP). Under his direction, the Homeland Security Program created an awareness level training for prosecutors and probation/parole officers on indicators of terrorism. Additionally, his Southwest Border Crime Program was creating a curriculum for prosecutors and allied professionals covering various aspects of the Drug Cartel Business Model including human trafficking, human smuggling, drug and gun trafficking, home invasions and kidnappings and undocumented alien victim/witness issues.   From 1998 through 2005, Attorney Wilkinson served as an Assistant Commonwealth’s Attorney in Fredericksburg, VA prosecuting cases involving intimate partner violence and sexual assault, including prosecuting campus sexual assaults and domestic violence homicide. He also served on the Fredericksburg Area Sexual Assault Response Team and prosecuted child sexual and physical abuse and neglect cases and infant homicides. He assisted in the development of the Mary Washington Hospital Sexual Assault Nurse Examiner (SANE) Program. He was a regular lecturer at the Rappahannock Regional Criminal Justice Academy and spoke at the Virginia Association of Commonwealth’s Attorney’s. Attorney Wilkinson also served as an Assistant Public Defender in Fredericksburg, VA and was given the Sadler Award for outstanding service in 1997. He received his undergraduate degree from Virginia Tech and his law degree from the College of William and Mary Law School and is an active member of the Virginia Bar.

SEMINARS 1 – 6

1.  Developing a Coordinated Community Response to Elder Abuse -This workshop provides an overview of developing a Coordinated Community Response Team (CCRT) to address issues of abuse in later life.  A CCRT is a group of professionals from various disciplines and professions who share a broad vision of a community’s responsibility for enhancing safety for victims of elder abuse.  The CCRT focuses its work on a community’s systems – what they can and cannot do, how they are working together and where there are gaps and barriers to be addressed.  The goal is to identify and implement systems’ changes that create small but lasting improvements. As part of a collaborative, grant-funded program administered by the Office of the Attorney General, development of a model CCRT in Merrimack County is currently underway.  Grant staff and several CCRT members will discuss the process of developing the model and share their experiences to date.  While there are various models and structures of CCRTs around the country, most share a common process for development that begins with an understanding of its function and place as part of the community’s response to elder abuse.  Because a CCRT focuses on systems – not individual case reviews -it augments the work of other multi-disciplinary efforts such as lethality review committees and elder-wraps.  In addition to discussing the purpose and goals of a CCRT, the basic steps of development will be discussed including: introducing the concept to the community; recruiting and orienting members; creating a working structure; defining core beliefs and purpose; identifying and analyzing current system responses; prioritizing and planning work and implementing and evaluating. 2.  Investigating and Prosecuting Alcohol-Facilitated Sexual Assault - Alcohol-facilitated sexual assault (AFSA) cases present unique challenges for investigators, prosecutors, and other allied professionals. This presentation will explore common issues and challenges related to the investigation and prosecution of sexual assault cases where alcohol is present. The presenter will discuss societal attitudes about alcohol, basic toxicology, victim credibility, and collaboration between allied professionals. In addition, this presentation will promote a victim-centered response that incorporates offender-focused strategies for effective investigation and prosecution of AFSA cases. 3.  Domestic Violence, Trauma and Mental Health - This workshop will provide participants with information on the effects of trauma on the brain and specifically how this pertains to how victims respond to new traumatic events.   Discussion will include how to help victims manage the effects of trauma in order to be able to tell their story.  It is hoped that by the end of this workshop participants will have a greater understanding of the survival skills that the brain develops over time in order for a person to be able to withstand complex trauma.   Objectives of this workshop include: understanding the complex realities an adult victim faces during interaction with multiple systems; appreciation for the difficult choices involved in an adult victim's decision to leave an abusive partner; understanding how trauma, substance use and mental health issues may affect a victim's resiliency and ability to engage in services and safety planning; recognition of how the brain responds to trauma and how this influences a victim’s ability to tell her story or make decisions and understanding of why survivors of complex trauma turn to alcohol and drugs to self medicate. 4.  Domestic Violence Law and Investigation Review on Predominant (Primary) Aggressor - It is often difficult to identify the PREDOMINANT AGGRESSOR on domestic violence calls. Arresting both persons or the wrong person can place a victim in danger of further abuse.  This class will include a general review of the 173-B statutes relative to duties of law enforcement, particularly as they pertain to identifying the predominant aggressor in domestic violence cases.  Investigative techniques for identifying the predominant aggressor will be presented and discussed. (Ret.) Chief Timothy Russell
5.  Civil Protective Orders and Criminal Bail Protective Orders: How do They Work and How Are They Different - This workshop will explore the similarities and differences between different types of New Hampshire protective orders. Participants will explore a range of issues from application to enforcement, and the interaction between state and federal laws.  The broad category of civil protective orders includes telephonic, temporary and final domestic violence orders under NH RSA 173-B, and stalking orders under NH RSA 633:3-a.  Criminal orders are Criminal Bail Protective Orders issued under NH RSA 597.  Other topics will include: highlights from the court protocols on how the orders are processed, use of the Protective Order registry, and the criteria for entry of the orders into the state and national databases. 6.  Adult Sexual Assault Research Project - This presentation will provide the results of a recent research project that examined the criminal justice response to adult female victims of sexual assault in New Hampshire. Professionals from law enforcement, prosecution, victim witness, crisis centers and sexual assault nurses (SANEs) were interviewed from 10 communities across the state regarding their experiences in working with this population as well as what they see as successes and areas for growth in their work with adult female sexual assault victims. Additionally the project examined criteria for a case to move forward through the criminal justice system and barriers that currently exist across systems. 7.  Working With Media: How to Reduce Anxiety and Improve Communications - A recent study from UNH found that more than half of all newspaper articles on crimes against children reveal identifying information about the victims. This problem is not isolated to just children; adult victims experience the same issue. Many victims say that fear of media coverage plays a significant role in whether or not they decide to report the violence they have experienced. While it is easy to blame the media, what is often not discussed is the role the criminal justice system plays in distributing this information.  How much time is spent preparing victims for the fallout when the intimate details of their crime are being read by their neighbors?  This workshop geared towards law enforcement, victim advocates, and other professionals will explore what the media has a right to know under the law and how to respond to media requests and form better relationships. 8.  Thinking Inside the Box: Utilizing Existing Statutes in a New Way to Protect the Elderly from Abuse, Neglect, Self-Neglect and Financial Exploitation - Oftentimes it is said that “the system” is designed to protect the rights of the accused and not the rights of the victim.  This may appear especially true in instances of elder abuse investigations and prosecutions where defendants may benefit from court scheduling delays, continuances, due process rights that force elderly crime victims to appear in court and testify, as well as the lack of resources to properly support elders who have been abused, neglected or have had their life savings stolen by a relative or loved one. Thankfully, there are legitimate options within the existing legal system to assist those who work with elderly victims of crime to 1) strengthen and streamline an investigation, 2) protect the elderly victim from further abuse, 3) return that which has been taken from them, and 4) hold the perpetrator accountable for their actions.  Certain statutes, administrative rules and court orders exist to allow lawful and legitimate access to information, records, and reports that can assist those who work with the elderly to build stronger cases, conduct more comprehensive protective investigations, and open the door for seniors to services that might otherwise go unused.  This seminar provides an overview of existing and often under-utilized statutes, policies, and procedures within both the state and federal civil and criminal justice systems that can provide law enforcement officials, prosecutors, victim advocates and employees of public and private organizations with additional tools and resources to support and protect seniors from abuse, neglect, self-neglect and financial exploitation. 9.  New Hampshire Domestic Violence Lethality Assessment Program - This class will provide an overview and progress report on New Hampshire’s Domestic Violence Lethality Assessment Program. The program is now in place in every county in the State.  Some program statistical data will be presented and reviewed. The towns and cities from Strafford County have been extremely successful in the implementation of this program.  Representatives from some of these agencies will co-present to discuss ideas and strategies that made the program successful for them. 10.  Battered Women Charged with Crimes -This presentation will help prosecutors and criminal justice partners identify, evaluate, and develop improved responses to cases involving battered women who are arrested for using violence against their abusers.  The presentation will specifically address prosecutorial and law enforcement decision-making considerations, the role advocates can play in case assessment, challenges prosecutors and justice systems face in identifying and analyzing these cases and the benefits of a model contextualized prosecutorial response. 11.  There are Secrets in My House: Children and Domestic Violence -Children living in homes with domestic violence are not merely witnesses to violence.  They experience very real effects of domestic violence and have even been killed by abusers in the ultimate exercise of power and control.   This presentation explores the effects of domestic violence on children, ways that children can be used to further the batterer’s goals, and the increased vulnerability of these children to other forms of abuse.  Finally, we will explore ways to make the victim safer as a means to make the children safer.  Kristina Korobov, JD 
12.  Virtually There: How Creating A Virtual Family Justice Center Can Make Domestic Violence Services More Accessible, Safe And Effective - In 2002, San Diego, CA opened the first Family Justice Center, a one-stop-shopping approach to offering services to victims of domestic violence.  Since that time, dozens more centers have opened around the world resulting in reduced homicide rates, increased safety and autonomy for victims and improved collaboration among community stakeholders. Currently there are none in New Hampshire, though Strafford County is well along in its planning process.  As vital as this service is, there are limitations.  What if the nearest center has yet to open, is too far away or has limited hours of operation?  What if the victim has no transportation or access to cab fare?  What if the abuser prohibits the victim from going anywhere alone?  What if the victim is too scared to reach out for help, even from a family justice center? This workshop will explore one alternative: the creation of a virtual family justice center, designed to make services accessible to those victims who have barriers preventing them from traveling to a physical site.  Perpetrators already are savvy on the use of technology such as the Internet to track, harass and control their victims.  It is time that we learn to apply that same technology to stop the abuse. 13.  Developments in New Hampshire Case Law - This seminar will focus on recent decisions of the New Hampshire Supreme Court that involve RSA 173-B cases, sexual assault criminal cases and other cases relevant to domestic and sexual violence.  Ann Rice, JD
14.  Some Call It Stalking . . . I Call It Love STALKING! - Each stalking case is unique, and there is no one strategy that will support every victim and stop every offender; however, by recognizing the types of stalking that occur and the likely defenses raised, police and prosecutors can successfully intervene to hold the stalker responsible, working with advocates to promote victim safety.  This session will explore different forms of stalking as well as provide ideas for case investigation, building partnerships with victims, and achieving success in court, whether seeking a conviction or a civil remedy. 15.  Readiness For Change: Working with Domestic Violence and Sexual Assault Victims – The goal of this workshop is to provide participants with information on the stages of change through which trauma survivors move as they make their way to safety and develop a framework in which to engage the survivor in conversations about safety within the context of her current readiness to change.  There will also be discussion of how trauma, substance abuse and mental illness impact safety and present a barrier to change.  At the end of this workshops attendees should be able to: name the stages of change and be able to identify in which stage a person may be in her decision to leave or stay in an abusive situation; recognize how trauma/substance abuse/mental illness may affect a person’s decision making process in relation to the stages of change and to frame support and interventions around the stages of change.   Linda Douglas, MSEd, LADC

16.  Investigating and Prosecuting Cases Involving Strangulation Injury - This presentation will discuss the signs and symptoms victims may experience following a strangulation event and outline common misconceptions about strangulation injury. The presentation will also discuss lethality issues related to strangulation, including delayed fatalities from strangulation events. The presenters will review ways investigators and other first responders can document more subtle evidence of strangulation and discuss strategies prosecutors can use to more effectively take these cases forward. 17.  Applying New Hampshire’s New Uniform Child Custody Jurisdiction and Enforcement Act (UCCJEA) and Other Jurisdictional Statutes to Protect Domestic Violence Survivors and Their Children - Has a domestic violence survivor ever asked you for help or legal advice regarding relocation to a new state with her children?  If so, you know that the laws that apply in such cases are complex and that survivors face difficult legal and non-legal questions when considering whether to relocate.  This workshop will focus on New Hampshire’s recently enacted UCCJEA and provide attorneys, advocates, court personnel, and other professionals with a basic understanding of the legal options available to survivors when they relocate with their children to escape abuse. 18.  How The Sex Offender Registry (SOR) and Criminal Records Check Can Work For You -This Panel is designed to educate law enforcement, prosecutors, advocates, court personnel, child protective workers and elderly and adult services workers about the Sex Offender Registry, the National Crime Information Center (NCIC), the FBI's Interstate Identification Index (Triple I or III) and New Hampshire Criminal History.  These databases can be a complex web of information for users.  This panel will explain the information each database contains and it's limitations.  If you can answer the question, "If I run someone's triple I will I know if they were convicted of a murder in Massachusetts in 1984?" or "If I run someone's license will I know if they are a sex offender in Missouri?" then this is not the class for you.  If you don't understand Triple I, NCIC the SOR and what they can do for you, this class will help you utilize these resources. 19.  Sexual Assault: What Domestic Violence Providers Need to Know - Increasingly we are becoming aware that our efforts to address sexual assault with domestic violence victims are falling short, with potentially disastrous results.  For example, model protocols for strangulation fail to screen for sexual abuse, despite the high and often lethal co-occurrence; first responders who conduct domestic violence risk assessment do not routinely ask about sexual assault despite research that shows that women who experience forced sex are 7.6 times more likely to die than other women. The reason sounds all too familiar – because asking the question makes us uncomfortable.   The goals of this workshop are to (1) examine the relationship between domestic violence and sexual assault, (2) to offer a rationale for increased screening, assessment and intervention, and (3) to discuss how to engage in a conversation with both victims and perpetrators about their experience of sexual assault in the context of an intimate relationship. 20.  Legislative Developments in New Hampshire – This seminar will focus on recently passed legislation relating to domestic violence and sexual assault. 21.  “I Hate This Case!” Working With Cases With Challenging Witnesses - Rare is the sex crimes or domestic case with the “Lifetime Movie” victim.  In fact, a good offender will pick a victim who will never tell and who no one would believe.  This reality of sex crimes requires advocates, investigators, and prosecutors to build relationships with our survivors and to build cases that demand justice from a judgmental public.  We will discuss rapport building and interviewing, investigations that produce evidence showing why a victim should be believed, and prosecution techniques designed to help a jury work past its own issues to see the truth of the assault. 22.  Seizing Digital Evidence - In today's criminal investigations, law enforcement has another growing challenge.  The challenge is on how to properly seize digital evidence that was used in various crimes.  If it is a computer, laptop, iPads/iPods and the various types of cell phones there is no real standard on how to seize these items.  The goal of this lecture is to give the investigator a better sense on what to collect and how to handle this very crucial evidence.  The content of this lecture will be a foundation for the investigator to build on.  Detective Timothy Craig
23.  A Victim is Hurt, Physically and Psychologically, and has Little or no Insurance.  Where can they turn? The Victim’s Compensation Program May be Able to Help - For many victims, the cost of treatment is the biggest obstacle in getting help. In this session, a first responder police officer, an emergency medical provider, and an advocate, along with Victim’s Assistance staff and Commission members, play out the process of cases where the Victim’s Assistance Fund pays for the costs for the victim's treatment - both medical and psychological, as well as for lost wages, transportation to treatment, and in some cases, relocation. There will be information on who is eligible, what costs can be paid, and how the application process works. Firearms and Domestic Violence in New Hampshire:  Using Federal and New Hampshire Laws to Disarm Abusers and Protect Survivors -Research shows that access to firearms renders domestic violence abusers far more likely to kill or seriously injure their intimate partners.  Unfortunately, although both federal and state laws include provisions intended to disarm abusers and prevent further access to weapons, many professionals who work with domestic violence victims are not aware of these protections or are unsure about when they apply or how to implement them.  This multi-disciplinary workshop will examine the relevant federal and New Hampshire laws and identify practical ways to enforce and implement them, with an emphasis on circumstances under which law enforcement officers may seize firearms from abusers. 31.  Doing Justice:  Ethical Conduct in the Prosecution of Special Victims Cases - Prosecutors handling special victim cases face a number of ethical challenges and situations that require thoughtful decision-making.  We will discuss basic ethical rules and will interactively explore some factual scenarios that a prosecutor may confront. 32.  Advocating for the Elderly Crime Victim Each year thousands of elderly New Hampshire residents suffer abuse, neglect or financial exploitation by those closest to them.  As increased attention and effort is dedicated to encouraging elderly crime victims to report and seek help, victim advocates will be called upon more often by prosecutors to assist and support elderly victims.  Most advocates, however, have received little or no training concerning the special needs of elderly victims or the dynamics of elder victimization. Advocating for the elderly victim of abuse, neglect or exploitation requires unique skills built upon a foundation of knowledge and appreciation for the special considerations of elder victimization. Even the most skilled and experienced victim advocate may have little experience working with elderly victims. This workshop addresses the unique challenges of advocating for the elderly crime victim.  Topics of discussion will include:  cognitive disabilities; interview considerations; transportation; overcoming biases and assumptions; emergency housing; identifying community resources to support the victim; and special considerations unique to needs of older victims of crime.
