NHSL Report- Michael York

The membership is now 125 libraries with an additional 6 members joining. 1.2 million patrons are being served.

The NHSL has to guarantee the authentication of patrons. A master database may have to be created for patrons of the member libraries. Perhaps a combination of HSHS codes and patron codes, or have everything on a proxy server.

NHSL Budget-

This will be a rough biennial. The NHSL as been asked to cut their budget 8% now and then another 3% later. Federal funds are fairly stable, but a little lower than they had been. The NHSL goal is not to pass costs from their cuts onto the local libraries.
Van-

Additional routes have been added to the van in the Manchester area. This has taken the pressure off of the other routes. Gas is an issue.

Coop announcements-
Fitzwilliam- is negotiating to have DSL come into their community. Stoddard, Chesterfield, Spofford, Acworth have no DSL. Fitzwilliam plans to put the purchase cost of an ILS into their budget and keep it in their budget until they can get DSL into their community.
